We shall learn about where the water supply in our homes comes from,about differ-
ent types of water pollution, about how drought and flooding can affect people
around the world, harmful microorganisms and water-borne diseases, how lack of
clean water can affect whole communities, sustainable technologies that are
helping people to access clean water.

Mars is our most
likely destination — a world that we believe once harboured life and with our intervention,
may do so again in the future. We shall learn about the planets in our solar system, mass
and weight, and the effects of gravity, different energy sources, about how to design and
make a robot to explore Mars, about the reasons why we might one day need to live on
another planet.

We shall learn about
dissolving and evaporation, how we can group everyday materials according to their
properties, why bread has symbolic importance to people all over the world and
why there are food shortages.

We will be learning about chronology and its importance when studying history
because it helps us to understand the reasons why things have happened and how
the present is influenced by the past. We will also be exploring the perspectives of
different people during historically significant moments and how changes to our
world can affect people in many different ways. Throughout this unit, we will need
to be historians; will practise and develop the skills that historians use to understand
events from the past. What skills do you think a historian needs? Will these skills
change in the future when today becomes history?

Roots, Shoots and Fruit | Ré, Chéiva Qua

We will be learning about the life cycle of a plant following its journey from a seed to pollination, to fertilisation, to germi-
nation, to the growth and then back to seed again. We will become scientists as we investigate what plants need to grow
well and the role that bees and butterflies play in plant life. As designers we will create our own devices to aid in sowing
seeds in a way to support healthy growth. We will investigate questions such as: What would happen if there were no
insects in the world? What are the most important factors affecting seed germination and why do seeds need to be
dispersed in different ways?

To support the whole school learner outcomes for our
students, we have developed Big Questions to run
alongside the International Curriculum.

Each unit will have a question which has been carefully
chosen to develop important, life-worthy understand-
ing related to the topic, to help the students probe more
deeply into issues related to their learning.

The question encourages our learners to think critically
and helps them to grow connections between their
learning and the real world. It allows them to ponder
and change their opinion as they move through the unit
and gives them opportunities to justify themselves,
appreciating that there are many different viewpoints
and theirs may be different but equal to others, thus
developing a growing self confidence.

Our skills focussed assessment for learning programme
reflects the skills we wish to develop in our children to
fulfil our vision and mission.

The themes studied in the IPC offer continuous opportu-
nities to practise, assess and improve these skills. There
are three levels of progression through a skill which we
call beginning, developing and mastering. The rate at
which children move through these learning stages
varies and therefore ample practice time is built into our
schemes of work to support skills acquisition and a grow-
ing level of independence. The skills we look at in the IPC
run across two school years.

Some students may be mastering a skill at greater depth.
This would indicate that they are solving problems of
greater complexity — demonstrating creativity, innova-
tion and imagination.

Our mainstream English programme follows the frame-
work for the National Curriculum for England, which
concentrates on developing skills in the following areas -
Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing. We adapt this
curriculum to the needs of our learners so that they can
acquire language as quickly as possible. If your child is
new to English, your child will receive special language
support through our English as an Additional Language
(EAL) programme.

Children joining us will be assessed on arrival and learn-
ing will be tailored to their individual needs. There are
many skills which the children will learn across the year.

Learners will also improve their knowledge of materials
and the ways they can be shaped and manipulated.

The Learning Goals will allow learners to develop their
skills in food technology, engineering, designing and
making. Learners will develop an understanding of the
process by making their designs, evaluating the effec-
tiveness of these and then investigating how they could
be improved.

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English overview

The communication skills of reading, listening, speaking
and presenting, writing, language and drama are all
included in the study of the English language. These
enable children to interact effectively in the world
around them, express themselves creatively and com-
municate confidently.

We use the National Curriculum for England which
provides a structured approach to teaching language and
literature throughout the Primary/KG School and we
adapt this to our context and the needs of our students.
There are 4 areas which are taught in each Grade - speak-
ing and listening, reading and writing.

+ Speaking and listening — students will develop
further their speaking skills using language for a great-
er variety of situations and for a variety of audiences
and purposes, including drama, formal presentations
and debate.

+ Reading — students continue to consolidate their
reading for understanding, developing their vocabu-
lary and the breadth and depth of their reading and
start to justify their views about what they have read.

« Writing — enhancing the effectiveness of what they
write as well as increasing their competency, particu-
larly in terms of the range of their writing and the
more varied grammar, vocabulary and narrative
structures from which they can draw to express their
ideas.

Where possible we align the English objectives to the
International Primary Curriculum topic, so that children
are using their speaking, listening, reading and writing
skills to research and communicate with real life
audiences and writing for a purpose.

Our English as an Additional Language (EAL) programme
aims to help children become proficient and skilled
English language users as quickly as possible so that they
can participate in lessons and general school life.

Our EAL programme complements the International
Curriculum at TH School by ensuring students have the
necessary vocabulary, grammatical understanding and
communicative skills to take advantage of the rich learn-
ing experiences that the curriculum has to offer.

Our teaching approach is diverse in order to adjust to
children'’s different language needs, learning styles and
personality - this might involve supporting students in
the classroom or taking them out of class to concentrate
on their learning in a small group or individually. We
value our students’ mother-tongue and take great care to
communicate this to those receiving EAL support.

Apart from our primary aim of helping children improve
their reading, speaking, writing and listening skills we
also:

+ Seek to encourage an interest in language more

generally.

+ Encourage children to explore how languages differ
in terms of their structure.

Geographical skills development requires collection and
processing of learners’ own data and engagement with
data represented in a variety of ways, including both
digital and analogue maps, graphs and models.

Learners will gain an understanding of the relationship
between where we live on earth and the impact on
lifestyle, considering climate, economics, society and the
environment.

Learners will also develop an understanding of their own
responsibility to contribute to the resolution of
geographical and environmental issues. Engagement
with home, host and adopted countries' traditions and
cultures is also promoted in geography.

Learners will improve their knowledge of different com-
munication tools, computer systems and ways in which
users may choose to utilise them. Learners will create,
design and publish appropriate content as well as
control, program and code in a creative and purposeful
manner. They will also gain an understanding of changes
and developments within IT and the limitations, benefits
and risks of these. Skills will be taught across the year to
support students learning in other areas of the curricu-
lum.

Learners will develop an understanding of the impor-
tance of protecting themselves and their digital footprint
online, as well as rules that should be adhered to for
communicating and collaborating.

At TH School we use ipads to support learning within the
classrooms and in Grades 4 and 5 children benefit from
having their own iPad allocated for the year to help them
dive deeply into content which helps their learning prog-
ress.

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Mathematics overview
Tong quan vé mon Todn

At TH school we want our learners:

+ To become fluent in the fundamentals of mathe-
matics, including through varied and frequent
practice with increasingly complex problems over
time, so that pupils develop conceptual understand-
ing and the ability to recall and apply knowledge
rapidly and accurately

+ To reason mathematically by following a line of
enquiry, identifying relationships and generalisations,
and developing an argument, justification or proof
using mathematical language

+ To be able to solve problems by applying their
mathematics to a variety of problems with increasing
sophistication, including breaking down problems
into a series of simpler steps and persevering in seek-
ing solutions.

We provide a broad curriculum, aligned to the National
Curriculum for England, which encompasses the follow-
ing mathematical elements - number,algebra, geometry,
measurement, statistics, ratio and proportion.

We follow the Singapore Maths approach to learning.
This approach uses the Concrete - Pictorial - Abstract
(CPA) method. Students initially learn through using
equipment (concrete) — such as cubes or tens and ones
blocks, then they progress to representing this in picture
form (pictorial) and finally moving on to the stage which
uses equations and mathematical symbols (abstract).

This approach allows all children to access maths and
deepens their understanding of key topics, enabling
them to make crucial links between topics and develop
their mathematical thinking, ability and confidence.

They will
be able to listen carefully and/or critically to peers and
published music, identifying elements and recognising
emotional responses.

At TH School, we strive to have the students reach the
Music goals through creative and fun ways. Singing,
performing, playing the instruments reinforces many of
the learning goals. These include playing rhythms, keep-
ing the beat, reading music, playing in an ensemble, and
being able to recognize where they need to improve in
order to progress.

Physics: Earth and Space, forces, energy, electricity and
magnets.

Learners will develop an understanding of science
through observation, collection of data and experimen-
tation. Learning will be practical and hands-on to devel-
op scientific inquiry. Students will plan and conduct
investigations, draw conclusions and make improve-
ments to their investigations. They will also understand
that there are ethical issues related to scientific activities
and experimentation.

Learners will develop an understanding of Science being
dynamic and that ideas and theories are constantly
evolving even if they cannot yet be tested.

Learners will develop an understanding of the responsi-
bility they have for their own personal health and fitness,
including the risks and benefits of a range of physical
activities. They will understand the connection between
physical and mental health through competitive and
non-competitive activities.

These subjects are designed to be age
appropriate and feature rigorous educational programs
from the Vietnamse Ministry of Education and Training.
We have researched and applied the updated learning
contained in the latest MOET schemes of work.

The Vietnamese curriculum helps students reach a high
level of proficiency in the four skills of listening - speak-
ing - reading - writing. Students apply what they have
learned into real life contexts, through a variety of
engaging approaches - project learning, quizzes, inter-
views, presentations. Learning topics are continuously
updated, and connected with the International curricu-
lum to further enhance and deepen learning and to
develop a holistic understanding about each topic.

We apply international teaching approaches, including
information technology whilst focusing on the unique
cultural values reflected in our national identity.

At TH School, we offer Vietnamese as an additional
language for all our International students. This allows
children to engage more fully in the culture and heritage
of the country where they are currently living, as well as
to communicate with others in and around Hanoi. We
believe that learning Vietnamese is a key component of
developing a positive international mindset and to
embracing all that Vietnam has to offer.

Students will study topics linked to real life where
language learned in class will support them when out
and about in Hanoi/Vietnam and in communicating with
their friends. As well as meeting the Vietnamese learning
goals, to be successful, learners will:

— Explore appropriate vocabulary, grammar and pronun-
ciation.

— Connect learning within and between topics and real
life situations.

— Engage with reading and listening to Vietnamese
stories (such as Fairy tales), listening and singing
Vietnamese songs, speaking with appropriate pronunci-
ation, writing Vietnamese stories, discussing and writing
within topics and recording their reading.

Vietnamese culture will be explored through local and
national festivals as well as through engaging first hand
with their Vietnamese peers and community. They will
learn about the traditions and history of Vietnamese
culture such as the Mid-Autumn festival, Tet, our Tradi-
tional Lunar New Year festival and will engage in fun
activities linked to these such as making and decorating
lanterns, singing and dancing Vietnamese songs and
playing traditional games such as the “Ring the Golden
Bell”.
